• Senate Resolution 125 — U.S. Army 250th Anniversary
Veterans Affairs and Emergency Preparedness Committee
Honors the 250th anniversary of the United States Army and recognizes the service of
soldiers, veterans and military families. Adopted by the Senate.

Protects the right of patients to have loved ones present during serious illness or
end-of-life care.

• Senate Bill 1147 — EMS Medicaid Reimbursement Reform
Ensures fair payment for EMS "treat, no transport" calls. Introduced jointly with Sen.
Michele Brooks (R-Mercer) and Sen. Lisa Baker (R-Luzerne).

• Resolution — True Meaning of Christmas
Honors faith, family and service during the Christmas season.

• Senate Resolution 227 — Day of Prayer and Fasting
Encourages reflection, unity and renewal statewide.

• Senate Bill 1141 — Proposed Veterans Pension Buy-Back Expansion
Expands retirement credit options for veterans in public service.
